When we launched the Yearbook in 2001, our intention was to focus on a new reality: “the structuring  process of a global community in which a coherent legal system for a universal human society is being built”.
Some years later, in the presence of international events impacting on humanity as a whole, and the difficulties faced by the legal order in dealing with these events, we believed that the question we needed to answer was: “Is Global Law True Law?”.  We dedicated two issues (2006 and 2007) of the Yearbook to the contributions of law scholars to the scientific debate on this topic.

Beginning with the 2008 issue, the Yearbook includes a section entitled: “Global Policies and Law”, exploring the globalization of politics, communication, economics, culture, and the environment,  while identifying objectives, programmes, models, public policy choices and emerging global policies and considering some of the major issues and challenges facing the world as a whole, in order to enhance the coordination and harmonization of norms and procedures and the implementation of global law.
Global institutions are more responsive to the public need for economic growth, a safer environment, employment and sustainable development, the security and economic welfare of the human race, as well as the protection of human rights, the preservation of natural resources and the management of common goods.
We have witnessed significant developments in regulatory processes and global players. In an increasingly integrated global society, States, international organizations (through intergovernmental organizations such as the International Monetary Fund, the World Bank and the World Trade Organization, the UN), corporate actors and civil society (through global movements and NGOs, civil society organizations) are working together to address a growing number of global public policy challenges. As a result of these developments, new global legal institutions and innovative forms of public sector governance are coming into being, at times in an uncoordinated manner.

Global political organization still lacks clear coordination between institutions at global, regional and local level, between public bodies, civil society actors and the private sector, between the various regulatory sources, and between the norms regulating the various sectors of public activity.

There is a need then for legal scholars to focus on global policy in the most crucial areas, in order to identify the various regulatory sources and the connections between the norms emerging at global level, and to define objectives and global policies, while considering the changes occurring as a result of the increasing globalization of these sectors. 

The intention is not only to discuss the role of the institutions and the other actors engaged in policy-making in various sectors of public activity, but also to contribute to the solution of global public policy challenges and the adoption of structural reforms, providing guidance for the institutions, civil society and the private-sector actors involved in the design and implementation of public policies for the long term. In this way it will be possible to contribute to the development and implementation of the system of global law in a coordinated manner. 

Since you have been dealing for many years with the challenges arising from today's troubled world, I would be greatly honoured if you would contribute a paper, despite your many commitments. The suggested length of papers is from 25 to 30 pages.
I am enclosing a list of major public policy challenges facing the world today showing the range of suggested research topics. I would greatly appreciate it if you could give me some indication of the research topic that interests you among those listed, and of the year in which you intend to submit your contribution. Do let me know if you have any other research topics that you think should be added to the enclosed list. 

Let me add that the Yearbook also has Sections consisting of Articles, Notes and Comments, and I would be happy to receive submissions also for these Sections.
