Participation in research at the School of Psychology

One challenging area of research in experimental psychology is the perception and recognition of human faces. The way we mentally process faces of other people is uniquely different from the way we process objects.  Specifics of this difference has not been fully worked out yet and the cognition and perception group at the School of psychology is at the forefront of this research.  

We are currently conducting several experiments for which we need participants. These experiments involve looking at some faces (often distorted faces) on the computer screen and pressing selected keys of the keyboard in response to these. Most of these experiments run for about an hour and you can choose the time when you want to come (between 9 am and 5 pm). We pay participants $10 an hour. Due to the ‘race deficit’ in the recognition of faces, we can only use Caucasian participants for this particular set of experiments.
