ANU Nomination Process and Deadlines

As membership to the College of Experts requires a commitment of time, the ARC requires that nominees must be nominated by their primary employer.  Nominees employed by higher education institutions must be nominated by their Vice-Chancellor (or her or his delegate).  For ANU this will be the Deputy Vice Chancellor Research. 

B1
Nominees Complete the Online Nomination Form

The nomination form collects:

· personal and professional information for each nominee 

· Stage 1: Registration

· Stage 2: Nominee and Nominator Details

· Stage 3: Qualifications and Experience

· Stage 4: Publications and Fields of Expertise

· Stage 5: Claims against the selection criteria

Detailed instructions are included at PART D of the Information Kit; and selection criteria are listed in PART C of the Kit (must respond to at least four of the six criteria).

Obtain approval from Dean/Director

Colleges/Local Areas should consider what approval process the nominations need to go through before coming to the RO for endorsement. The nominations should be supported by a nominee’s Dean/Director, however how this is arranged should be a College/Local Area decision. 

B3
Nominees Electronically Submit Nomination Form

Stage Six of the Nomination Form allows nominees to Review/Edit their application and electronically submit it. Note that the nomination form should be electronically submitted before the hard copies are submitted to the Research Office.

B4
Hard Copy Nomination Form to Research Office

After final nominations are submitted to the ARC electronically, the RO must be provided with the hard copy of the nomination generated automatically upon electronic submission. Note that the ARC will consider only nominations that have been submitted both electronically and in hard copy and have been endorsed by the University. Hardcopies should be addressed to Dr John Wellard, Research Office, Chancelry 10B.

College/Local Areas should decide how the hard copies are submitted to the Research Office, however each submission must include: 

· 2 x Nomination Form certified by Nominee

· 1 x letter of support Dean/Director

· 1 x advice of electronic submission

To meet the ARC deadline, hard copy submissions must arrive at the Research Office no later than Monday, 7th August 2pm.

Research Office endorses Nominations for ARC submission
